Choose the reporting method that works best for your congregation. Here are the options:

LISN for Congregations: A ready-to-use file of the youth information previously submitted by your
congregation is available for download. To download your congregation’s youth information in LISN
for Congregations, visit: Ic.Ilcms.org.
Enter the congregation 1D and password used for reporting statistics and profile information earlier this
year.
e Once logged into LISN for Congregations, select “Current Youth List” on left navigation panel.
e A comma-separated file (csv) of the congregation’s youth information will automatically
download to your “Downloads” folder.
e After reviewing and making modifications, save and send the youth file as an email attachment to
youthlist@Icms.org. Please provide the name and address of your congregation in the body of the
email.
