Caution

Actions
ff So whatever you wish that others would do to you, do also 

to them, for this is the Law and the Prophets. (Matt. 7:12)

and every branch that does bear fruit he prunes, that it 
may bear more fruit. (John 15:2)

ff What good is it, my brothers, if someone says he has 
faith but does not have works? Can that faith save him? 
If a brother or sister is poorly clothed and lacking in 
daily food, and one of you says to them, “Go in peace, be 
warmed and filled,” without giving them the things needed 
for the body, what good is that? So also faith by itself, if it 
does not have works, is dead. (James 2:14-17)

ff You see that faith was active along with his works, and 
faith was completed by his works. (James 2:22)

ff You see that a person is justified by works and not by faith 
alone. (James 2:24)

ff For as the body apart from the spirit is dead, so also faith 
apart from works is dead.

covers a multitude of sins. (1 Peter 4:8)

Knowing Jesus Changes Us
ff For this very reason, make every effort to supplement 

your faith with virtue, and virtue with knowledge, 
and knowledge with self-control, and self-control 
with steadfastness, and steadfastness with godliness, 
and godliness with brotherly affection, and brotherly 
affection with love. For if these qualities are yours and 
are increasing, they keep you from being ineffective or 
unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. (2 
Peter 1:5-8)

ff But whoever keeps his word, in him truly the love of God 
is perfected. By this we may know that we are in him:  
whoever says he abides in him ought to walk in the same 
way in which he walked. (1 John 2:5-6)
